Philadelphian Church Age  
Begins   (KJV 1611 in print) 

 
Blessed it the nation whose God 

 is the Lord  (Ps 33:12) 
 

This country was started by people 
coming from Europe in order to 
have freedom of religion.   The 
Bible was the book that America 
was founded upon.  The Book was 
read daily, looked to for every 
need, was preached from, and was 
respected to the point that it was 
believed - as written - saved or 
not!. 
 
The first book printed in America 
was the Bay Psalm Book - a book 
of Psalms and was used in their 
singing. 
 
Nobody could read music nor did 
they have the time or desire to 
learn - they had to survive! 
 

Philadelphian Characteristics: 
 a.  had little strength 

b.  kept his word 
c.  did not deny his name 

They were rewarded with open 
doors!

Music 
Their only music was sung directly 
from the Psalms.  Because 'meter' 
was not used until later people 
could not sing well together. 
'Deaconing' was the mode of 
singing in church. 
 

Isaac Watts began to write the 
Psalms as he saw them and put 
them to music as his own form of 
expression of the gospel. 
 

Watts' music had a slow but sure 
start.  Music influence began.

Thousands of people attended  outdoor 
meetings.  Thousands  saved.  Hundreds 
of churches were started.  Preaching 
colleges were begun.  Major missionary 
activity began.  Religious Liberty, PH 
church, Biblical Christianity was 
revitalized in the colonies.

His music was of 
conviction, salvation, heaven, the 
trials & victories of a Christian.

Singing was 'paraphrased'  
from the Bible.

The camp meeting 
was famous for much singing as well 
as preaching.  Much praise was 
given along with Hel l-Fire 
preaching. 
 

"Next to preaching was the singing"

Stephen Foster / P.P.Bliss 
William Kirkpatrick  (SS Songs) 

 
These are considered by many as the 
best hymns ever written.  Harmony 
was used in very proper & balanced 
form. 

 

The emphasis of music has now 
gone from Psalm singing 'from' the 
Bible to singing 'about' what the 
Bible says including personal 
experiences.

Music is everywhere. 
Hymnbooks of all kinds including 

both Psalms & hymns. 
 
All the many denominations have 
their own hymn books. 
 
Piano is introduced to assist in 
singing.  Song leaders lead the 
congregation in song, some with 
instruments themselves.   
 
Soloists are put into the service to 
help 'set the mood'.  Music is called 
a 'Hand-maiden to the Word of 
God.' 
 

Congregations are "warmed-up" 
 

Large choruses are gathered to help 
 
The element of rhythm has begun 

to dominate in music -  fleshy 
 

Music makes you feel great and 
helps make the services look great 
and enables people to 'have fun'! 

1900's 
Music dominates the service. 

No new 'well-known' preachers. 
False Doctrines abound. 

Satanic Bibles entering all churches. 
Women pastors in pulpits! 

Words of Jesus Christ being ignored!

Musicians more well-known than  
any preachers. 

 
Preachers are performing musicians. 

 
Television mentality & skills used in 

their approach to the people. 
 

People are visual and feelings 
oriented.  Sensual & Fleshy. 

 
False Doctrine abounds in music, yet 

no one notices - nor do they care 
 

Full orchestras and huge choirs are 
used in place of preaching to be a 
witness to the world to the "success" 
of a Christian.  Rehearsals take place 
on church nights instead of church. 
 
Heavy emphasis on the element of 
rhythm.  Melody and harmony are 
"boring" - no excitement!
